COVID-19 POOL NOTICE

While there is no evidence that the virus that causes COVID-19 can be spread to
people through the water in pools, hot tubs, spas or water play areas, please be
aware users of this facility are electing to enjoy the facility at their OWN RISK.

By entering the pool, you take responsibility for your own protection and for
disinfecting your hands and anything you touch or use in the pool area.

DO NOT use the pool if you or anyone in your household has been ill, exhibiting
signs or symptoms of COVID-19, are under mandatory quarantine orders, or has
been exposed to someone with a presumptive positive COVID- 19 diagnosis in the
past two weeks.

Residents Only: During this time, no guests are allowed at the pool.

Social Distancing: Please maintain at least SIX (6) FEET between you and others
not a part of your immediate household.

50% Occupancy: For the safety of all residents, pool facility use is strictly limited
to NO MORE THAN SIXTY (60) OCCUPANTS at a time.

Wipe down pool furniture: Bring disinfecting wipes to the pool. When you
arrive, wipe down the furniture you will use. Prior to leaving, wipe down the
furniture from your use. Do NOT relocate pool furniture. It is spaced for social
distancing.

Bring sanitizer: Users must bring their own sanitizers and must sanitize any
touched surfaces that may be shared, both before and after touching the
surfaces.

Masks recommended: Except for children two years old and younger, users are
strongly encouraged to use masks when not in the pool.

Wear shoes: Shoes are required in the pool area.

No food: Food is prohibited in the pool area at this time.



No group games: Group games such as water volleyball, water basketball, cross
pool, which involve multiple people interacting in close proximity, are prohibited.
Parents and chaperones of children will be responsible for enforcing their
children’s social distancing behavior while in the pool.

Limit your time: Unless otherwise stated, pool use is on a first-come first-served
basis, and use time is limited to TWO (2) HOURS when others are waiting. We ask
that pool users please be courteous to each other and respect the occupancy
restrictions and time limits for pool use.

You must follow these and other rules for use which are on the website, posted at
this facility, or otherwise communicated to you. Please report any rules violations
